Although all of our buildings come pressure treated we
strongly advise the building is re-treated with an oil/spirit based
treatment inside and out to make the timber water repellent and
to preserve the quality and life of the product.

Create a neat and tidy roof finish
hiding the rough edges and
tacks. Measure the sides for a
perfect cut and finish!
